HILLBROOK STUD TERMS

GENERAL

· All stallions are CEM swabbed and EVA tested

· No VAT is chargeable on stud or livery fees.

LIVERY FEES

· Barren mare out at grass £40 per week/ £5 each additional day.

· Barren mare in at night all inc feed and bedding £10 per day.

· Mare with foal at foot out at grass £45 per week

· Mare with foal at foot in at night all inc £10.50 per day.

· Any specialist care will be charged accordingly, charges will be agreed with the owner before the mare arrives.

· Grooms fee £15

· Foaling fee £150

ACCEPTANCE FOR VISITING MARES

CEM swabs. A negative CEM swab certificate must accompany the mare to stud.

EVA. A negative EVA blood test must also be provided.

Alternatively these can be done on arrival by our own vets. 

WORMING


All mares will be wormed on arrival, and subsequently every 6 weeks. The owner will be charged accordingly.

FARRIER

Mares should be sent recently attended to by the farrier, without hind shoes. Mares will have their feet trimmed when necessary and the owner will be charged accordingly.

OTHER REQUIREMENTS 

All mares must arrive with a valid Flu and tetanus certificate.

All mares must be left with a headcollar that they can be turned out in. Any rugs or other equipment being left with the mare must be clearly labelled.

VETERINARY ASSISTANCE

Veterinary assistance will be called in when necessary. All expenses incurred for visits, examinations, treatment and medicines will be paid for by the owner directly to the Veterinary surgeon at the end of each month or before leaving the stud.

All mares will receive a gynaecological examination by our vets on arrival and any necessary treatment to facilitate an early conception will be given.

STUD AND LIVERY FEES

All clients are expected to pay livery worming and farrier fees monthly, with all final accounts including stud and grooms fees to be paid before or on collection of the mare from stud.

Visiting mares and/or foals may not be removed from the stud until all accounts have been paid.

Mares whilst at this stud will receive every possible care, attention and supervision but no responsibility can be taken for accident or disease. All mares are served at their owners risk and no responsibility can be taken for injury, damage or loss caused through handling, teasing or serving any mare. We accept no liability for any claim, damage, cost, loss or expense howsoever caused. It is the sole responsibility of the owner to provide insurance for their own horse, and to check their policy and notify their insurers of the mares attendance at stud.
